Types of Sentences / Clauses within Sentences

	Independent Clause: can stand alone as a complete thought.

Ex. You will get good grades
Dependent Clause: needs more to complete the thought.

Ex. If you study hard




Simple Sentence: has one independent clause.

Ex. He enjoyed the rigour of school.

Compound Sentence: Has two independent clauses joined by conjunction or a semicolon.

Coordinating Conjunctions: (FANBOYS) for, and, nor, but, or, yet, so
Ex. He had many hardships, but he enjoyed the rigour of school.
Ex. He had many hardships; he enjoyed the rigour of school.
Complex Sentence: has one dependent and one independent clause.

Subordinate Conjunctions: after, although, as, because, before, even if, even though, if, in order that, once, provided that, rather than, since, so that, than, that, though, unless, until, when, whenever, where, whereas, wherever, whether, while, why

Ex. Although he had many hardships, he enjoyed the rigour of school.
Compound-Complex Sentence: has two independent clauses and one or more dependent clauses.

Ex. Although he had many hardships, he enjoyed the rigour of school and he loved to talk about learning.
