Use a period

-to mark the end of a sentence (The sky is blue.)
-after initials and abbreviations (J. J. Cale; Mr.; St.)
Question Mark (?)

A question mark indicates a direct question. Don’t use a question mark when the question is indirect.

Direct questions: 
Where is the remote?




Do you know where the remote is?

Indirect questions:
Sasha asked where the remote was. 




I wonder where the remote is.

Exclamation Mark (!)
An exclamation mark gives emphasis, and expresses surprise, delight, or alarm.
Hey!
How sweet!
Watch out!
